Oregon State College, federal land-grant institution of Oregon
founded in 1868, is the oldest state-supported institution of higher
learning in Oregon and is the designated center for biological and
physical sciences and mathematics in the State System of Higher Edu-
catlon. It enrolls more than 7,000 regular students anmually,

Through 1its undergraduate schools it offers B.A,, B.S., and
other baccalaureate degrees. Through its Graduate School it offers
M.A,, ¥.8., Ed.D., Ph.D., and various professional degrees. The
Lower Division offers two years of college work in liberal arts and
sciences leading to the Junmior Certificate. The School of Science
offers liberal-arts majors in the sciences and graduate preparation
for scientific careers. The professional schools include: Agricul-
ture, Business and Industry, Education, Engineering and Industrial
Arts, Forestry, Home Economics, and Pharmacy. The departments of
Military Seience and Naval Science both maintain R,0.T.C. programs,
The Division of Physical Education provides extensive facilities.

The purpose of Oregon State College is defined in the federal
land-grant act as follows: "The leading objects shall be, without
excluding other scientific and classical studies, and including mil-
itary tactics, to teach such branches of learning as are related to
agriculture and the mechanic arts, in order to promote the liberal
and practical education of the industrial classes in the several
pursuits and professions in life." The Oregon legislature in 1868
directed that students "shall be instructed in all the arts, sci-
ences, and other studies in accordance with the requirements of the
Act of Congress.!

Oregon State College is a member of the Northwest Association
of Secondary and Higher Schools and is also accredited by the As-
sociation of American Universities, the American Association of
University Women, and other authoritative accrediting agencies.

Research is carried on under the Graduate School, the Agricul-
tural Experiment Station, the Engineering Experiment Station, and
the Forest Products Laboratary, Both general and federal coopera-
tive programs of extension are maintained.

Grounds, buildings, and equipment have a combined value of
nearly $10,000,000, Farm and forest lands owned and used for in-
structional and research purposes throughout the state total 11,428
acres. The campus proper contains 199 acres and has been construct-
ed and planted according to the plans of two eminent landscape ar-
chitects, The forty permanent buildings, grouped in quadrangles
allowing for expansion, are supplemented at present by numerous
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qugnset and prefabricated structures for temporary use until new
buildings of permanent type can be provided under a building program
already authorized. Notable among the buildings are the Memorial
Union, the Women's Bullding, and the Library.

The Iibrary contains 220,000 volumes., Special rooms in the
Library are the Science Reference Room, the Engineering and Technolc-
ry Room, and the IicDonald Rare Book Room., The Horner Museum of the
Oregon Country, the Braly Ornithological Collection, the William
Henry Price Memorial Collection of Paintings, and other collections
