Oregon State College, one of the lnstitutions of the
State System of Higher Educetion which are located in six
different cities, was cstablished at Corvallis in 1868.
It is the seat of the State's scientific and technical
higher curriculs, comprising lower division (junior
college) studies in the 1liberal arts and sciences, and
upper division and graduate curricula in +the natural
seiences, and in professional curricula in Agriculture,
Education, Engincering and Industrial Arts, Forestry,
Home Economics and Pharmacy, aond a degroe curriculum in
Scecretarinl Scienco.

The property of the College is inventoried at about
seven end a half million dollars; the campus and College
lands at Corvallis comprise 1,000 acres, while a total
of 7,000 ecres, including experiment station 1londs,
arboretum and forest lands, are owned by the State and
the counties for the use of the various functions of the
State College.

While the depression haos greatly reduced student
ottendonce, the normal enrollment for the ten years be=
tween 1920 and 1930 was 3600 for regular degrec-course
students, exclusive of summer session and other short
courses. The College is distinguished for its service to
agriculture, home economics, and the industries. High
standards of scholarship and achievement, a  strong
faculty, on alert high-minded body of students, and a
distinctive college spirit have combined to make the
‘nome "OREGON STATE" o symbol of desirable college life.
