Levels 

Pre-K: For children who are just being 
introduced to reading.  Very simple sen-
tences with 1-3 words.   
 
Level One: Very simple sentences with 
3 or more words. 
 
Level Two: Longer sentences, more 
complex plots and an occasional unfamil-
iar word. 
 
Level Three/Four: Beginning chapter 
books which are located in the Juvenile 
Fiction collection.
