Play!
Bake or Cook Together

Find a simple family recipe or any other recipe that you like, which you can do with your child.
You can read the instructions, and your child can help you with the gathering of ingredients and
equipment, or the measuring, or pouring, or stirring. Your child can also help you with the clean
up when you are done. Talk about how your child is helping you, and what the little Red Hen in
the story needed help with.

Let’s Pretend

Provide tools to help with tasks in the house that your child can also use to pretend play with
her siblings or stuffed animals.

Some examples include:

e Feather duster

e Small brush or child size broom, with a dustpan and small trash can

e Small basket for laundry

e Plastic dishes and utensils along with a plastic basin and wash cloth or sponge for
“cleaning” the dishes. If you don’t mind the mess, you can fill the basin with a little bit
of soapy water in which your child can practice washing and drying the play dishes.

e Bins to put away toys
