Read! 

Three Little Pigs by James Marshall paired with Pigs by Emily K. Green 

Talk! 

Talk about the stories as you read and watch together. Ask your child open-ended questions. 

What do they think will happen next? What did they like about the story? 

Sing! 

Five Little Pigs Counting Song (tune: “Five Little Ducks”)

Those piggies rolled in the mud again! (wave arms around madly!)
